For many years Numitor rules the Albans. He doesn’t have a son, but one daughter, Rhea Silvia. Amulius throws the king of the Albans out of his homeland, and rules the Albans. The god Mars comes to Rhea Silvia and Rhea has twin sons, Romulus and Remus. Amulius, because he fears Rhea’s sons, tosses them into a deep river. But the river carries Romulus and Remus to land. And so the river saves Rhea’s sons. The twins lie on the bank and yell. A she-wolf hears and approaches; when she sees the twins, she carries them into her cave and feeds them there. Afterwards the farmer Faustulus finds the twins and carries them to his cottage.

For many years the twins live among the farmers. Finally they return to their homeland. Amulius still rules there, but now the twins understand Amulius’ wrong-doing; and so they kill Amulius. Finally Numitor returns to his homeland and rules the Albans for a long time.
